Total Gift Description

______ Prophecy The divine enabling to proclaim God's truth with power and clarity in a timely and
culturally sensitive fashion for correction, repentance, or edification.

______ Serving The divine enabling to provide practical assistance to others in fulfilling their tasks.

______ Teaching The divine enabling to understand, clearly explain, and apply the Word of God to the lives
of listeners.

______ Encouraging The divine enabling to minister to others by word and deed in such a way that they
receive comfort, counsel, and courage for their life experiences.

______ Giving The divine enabling and ability to contribute money and material resources to the work
of the ministry.

______ Leadership The divine enabling of attracting, leading, and motivating people to accomplish the work
of the ministry.

______ Showing Mercy The divine enabling to minister cheerfully and appropriately to people who are suffering.
